Area differences

Wales and its population

Variety between localities continues to be more common
and more significant than variety between Sport Wales
areas, demonstrating the value of segmentation at a local
level.

Grouping local authority areas by geographical profile also
highlights differences. The contrast is greatest between
the ‘rural’ macro regions and the South Wales Valleys. In
most cases, segments are either relatively common in
rural areas (Huw, John & Ann, Bob & Betty, and Sian), or
relatively common in the South Wales Valleys (Christine,
Tony, Lisa, Gav, Dot, and Steve.

Metropolitan Wales most closely fits the national profile,
with only two segments (Huw, and John & Ann)
significantly under-represented and only two (Lisa & Mark)
over-represented.

Some differences between the four Sport Wales areas
exist, in line with patterns of differences between
metropolitan, rural and the South Wales Valleys. Thus

areas with a higher proportion of their population in rural
areas (North Wales and Mid & West Wales) have broadly
similar segmentation profiles.

Nationally, Lisa, Christine and John & Ann remain the most
common segments each accounting for around one-eighth
of the adult population of Wales.

This document provides an overview of the people
segmentation profile between local authority areas, as
well as broad patterns within and across local authority
boundaries.

! Over-representation is said to occur if the prevalence of a segment in an area is
120% or more compared to the national average, or above. Under-
representation occurs where the prevalence is 80% or less.

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North Wales

At local authority level, a clear distinction can be drawn
between the Rural North authority areas (Isle of Anglesey,
Conwy, Denbighshire and Gwynedd) and the two
Metropolitan Wales areas (Flintshire and Wrexham).

While differences are relatively small for the younger
segments, with the exception of Lisa and Sian, older
segments are more closely related to location. Dot, Tony
and Christine are more common in Flintshire and
Wrexham, while the more affluent John & Ann and Bob &
Betty are more often found in the Rural North.

In the Rural North, there is very little difference in the
proportions of most segments between local authority
areas. As well as John & Ann and Bob & Betty, Sian is also
well-represented in all Rural North authorities. Tony, Lisa
and Steve are under-represented compared to the
national average.

Flintshire and Wrexham correspond closely with the
Metropolitan Wales cluster, though both areas have lower
proportions of Mark and Rhys than the Metropolitan
Wales average, and a higher prevalence of Huw.

There are some striking differences within local authority
areas for many segments. The profile of urban and

industrial areas of Wrexham and Flintshire is broadly
similar to those in the South Wales Valleys, while rural
parts of the same authority areas have more in common
with much of the Rural North.

Similarly, the profile of the coastal area of North Wales—
particularly the coastal towns of Conwy, Denbighshire—
matches those of Metropolitan Wales and the South
Wales Valleys. Christine, Lisa, Gav and Steve, are more
prevalent in these areas.

A similar patter can also be found in the old slate-mining
areas of Gwynedd, as well as in towns such as Ruthin,
Denbigh and Llanrwst.

The profile for the Isle of Anglesey is characteristic of the
Rural North, though the population centres of Amlwch,
Holyhead and Llangefni differ from the rest of the island.

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Mid & West Wales

There is a great deal of variety between the six local
authority areas in Mid & West Wales. Four areas
(Carmarthenshire, Ceredigion, Pembrokeshire and Powys)
are within the Rural Heartland, while Swansea falls within
Metropolitan Wales, and Neath Port Talbot is classified as
a South Wales Valleys authority.

The population of Ceredigion is dominated by those
segments which are most closely associated with rural
areas. John & Ann account for 30% of Ceredigion’s
population, while Huw is more than three times more
prevalent than the national average and Sian also features
heavily.

Rhys is also more common in Ceredigion than any other
local authority area, particularly prevalent in the wards
near to Aberystwyth University but also in more rural
areas.

Pembrokeshire’s profile is somewhat similar, though the
built-up areas around Milford Haven, Pembroke Dock and
Haverfordwest differ from the rest of the county.

Although the profile for most of Carmarthenshire is similar
to the other rural authority areas, the south-east of
Carmarthenshire differs significantly from the rest of the

area, sharing more similarities with the north of Swansea
and the adjoining areas of Neath Port Talbot.

As with other Metropolitan Wales authority areas, there is
a large degree of variation in terms of the profile of
different parts of Swansea, though as a whole the
authority area mostly reflects national averages.

Nearly eighty per cent of Neath Port Talbot’s adult
population fall into the six segments which characterise
the South Wales Valleys authority areas: Christine, Tony,
Lisa, Gav, Dot and Steve. A proportion of the population
within the other segments, however, has increased
significantly in recent years.

Powys corresponds closely to the profile of the Rural
Heartland, with notable exceptions around the major
towns.

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Central South Wales

The Central South Wales area is made up of two South
Wales Valleys authorities (Rhondda Cynon Taf and
Merthyr Tydfil) and three authorities classified as
Metropolitan Wales—Bridgend, Cardiff and the Vale of
Glamorgan.

Overall, Rhondda Cynon Taf has a population profile very
similar to that of the rest f the South Wales Valleys. The
towns and villages of the south of the area— such as
Llantwit Fardre, Church Village and Llantrisant— have a
more mixed population, similar to some metropolitan
areas.

Differences between areas in Merthyr Tydfil are less
marked, with only the north and west of the authority
area differentiating slightly from a typical South Wales
Valleys population profile.

The Vale of Glamorgan and Bridgend are both diverse
areas, covering metropolitan and rural areas, including
areas of deprivation. This diversity means that both areas
have segment profiles fairly similar to national averages.

The Bridgend town area is largely typical of metropolitan
Wales, with affluent rural areas around the town akin to
Rural Heartland areas. The north of the borough contains

a variety of rural and semi-urban areas similar to the
profile of the South Wales Valleys.

Likewise, the north of the Vale of Glamorgan fits well with
the Rural Heartland profile, while the biggest town in the
area—Barry— has areas similar to Metropolitan Wales
and the South Wales Valleys..

Cardiff has more differentiation between its wards’
populations than any other area of Wales. Many wards
having distinct profiles. Although the east and south of the
city are broadly similar to other less-affluent metropolitan
areas, and the north and west of the city generally older
and more affluent, Mark is common across Cardiff and
Sian — usually found in rural areas— is also prevalent
across much of the city. Student areas such as Cathays
further add to this diversity.

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South East Wales

Like Mid & West Wales, South East Wales has a variety of
local authority areas within its boundaries.

Although Torfaen is classified as a South Wales Valleys
area, its segmentation profile is similar to the one
Metropolitan area in South East Wales—Newport. Both
authorities have the same five most prevalent segments:
Lisa, Steve , Christine, Tony and Dot.

The main difference between Newport and Torfaen is that

While Blaenau Gwent has a fairly uniform profile across all
its wards, however, Caerphilly has a greater diversity of
areas.

Monmouthshire’s population profile reflects that of the
Rural Heartland, although with a higher proportion of
Mark and a lower proportion of Huw than similar areas.
Some towns in Monmouthshire, such as Abergavenny,
Caldicot, Chepstow and Monmouthshire, have distinctive
profiles more akin to urban areas.

Newport have a higher proportion of Mark, reflecting its
urban nature. Thus while Newport has a profile similar to
Metropolitan Wales, the more affluent young adult
segments (Rhys and Sian) are less common than found in
other Metropolitan areas, and across Wales as a whole.

Blaenau Gwent and Caerphilly are the other two South
Wales Valleys authorities in South East Wales. Both have
population profiles typical of Valleys area. The six
segments associated with the South Wales Valleys—Gav,
Lisa, Steve, Christine, Tony and Dot—still account for over
90% of the adult population of Blaenau Gwent (down from
96% in 2008) and 80% of the population of the Caerphilly

area.
